Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the Gospel, Jesus is in Jerusalem for Passover, the last one recorded in the
Gospels, and is coming to the end of his ministry and preparing for his
death. We will celebrate his entry next week with Palm Sunday.

Jewish people from all over came to Jerusalem to celebrate Passover. After the
Babylonian Exile, some Jewish people did not return to Israel. However, many
of these people made the pilgrimage to Jerusalem for Passover. There are two
of these pilgrims in the Gospel who come to speak to Philip, with a simple re-
quest, “Sir, we want to see Jesus.”

They manifest the longings of our heart. Deep down we all want to see Jesus, we want to see the loving
face of God incarnate. Imagine their surprise when Jesus starts speaking to them about his coming
death. He speaks of his hour; that time in which he will carry out his mission here on earth. He re-
minds them and us that we must deny ourselves, die to ourselves, and follow him.

This is hard especially when we look at the world and all that there is in our time. Pope Benedict once
said to the Bishops in Washington D.C., "It is easy to be entranced by the almost unlimited possibilities
that science and technology place before us; it is easy to make the mistake of thinking we can obtain by
our own efforts the fulfillment of our deepest needs. This is an illusion. Without God, who alone be-
stows upon us what we by ourselves cannot attain (cf. Spe Salvi, 31), our lives are ultimately empty.
People need to be constantly reminded to cultivate a relationship with him who came that we might
have life in abundance."

Even though we long to see the face of Jesus, the unfortunate problem is that we seek to fill the empti-
ness in our soul that only God can fill with other people and things. In our world there is much suffer-
ing because of this, the denial of God’s existence, and our putting ourselves before God and everyone
else. Living this way does not bring joy, happiness, or peace.

As people try to fill up their lives and save their life in this world, they lose themselves to the illusion
they have created. It becomes a cross that gets heavier as one gets further away from Christ and his
grace. There are many people in the world who are suffering in many different ways, and many people
who need to see Jesus, and want to see him. But how?

Remember in the Stations of the Cross, Simon helps Jesus carry his cross. Simon is a special per-

son. Yes, he was obliged by a Roman soldier to carry the cross. However, he was coming in from the
fields, so he was not part of the mob that sent Jesus to his death. St. Luke indicates that he carried it
behind Jesus, in other words, he is a follower of Jesus. St. Mark says he is the father of Alexander and
Rufus, indicating he was known in the early Christian Community.

As Simon helped Jesus to carry his cross, we die to ourselves and live for others when we help others to
carry their cross. When we lay aside our desires ambitions and plans to follow God’s plan, we open
ourselves to the life of grace and see more clearly the face of Christ. The more we do this, the more
people will be given a glimpse of the face of Christ as they experience his love in and through us.

The last precept of the Church is, You are to help provide for the needs of the Church. Ponder how
many people have done this such that we can encounter Jesus here. And how many missionaries have
been able to proclaim the Gospel because people supported the needs of the Church. It is our turn
now. People want to see Jesus and through our supporting of the Church we help the Church continue
its mission.

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Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

En el Evangelio, Jests esta en Jerusalén para la Pascua, la Gltima que se registra en los
Evangelios, y esté llegando al final de su ministerio y preparandose para su muerte. Cele-
braremos su entrada la proxima semana con el Domingo de Ramos.

Los judios venian de todas partes a Jerusalén para celebrar la Pascua. Tras el exilio babil-
onico, algunos judios no regresaron a Israel. Sin embargo, muchos de ellos peregrinaban
a Jerusalén para celebrar la Pascua. Hay dos de estos peregrinos en el Evangelio que
vienen a hablar con Felipe, con una simple peticion: "Sefior, queremos ver a Jesus".

Manifiestan los anhelos de nuestro corazén. En el fondo, todos queremos ver a Jesus, queremos ver el ros-
tro amoroso de Dios encarnado. Imagina su sorpresa cuando Jesus empieza a hablarles de su proxima
muerte. Les habla de su hora, de ese tiempo en el que llevara a cabo su mision aqui en la tierra. Les
recuerda, a ellos y a nosotros, que debemos negarnos a nosotros mismos, morir a nosotros mismos y se-
guirle.

Esto es dificil, especialmente cuando miramos el mundo y todo lo que hay en nuestro tiempo. El Papa
Benedicto dijo una vez a los obispos en Washington D.C.: "Es facil dejarse fascinar por las posibilidades
casi ilimitadas que la ciencia y la tecnologia ponen ante nosotros; es facil cometer el error de pensar que
podemos obtener por nuestros propios esfuerzos la satisfaccion de nuestras necesidades mas profundas.
Esto es una ilusion. Sin Dios, que es el unico que nos da lo que no podemos alcanzar por nosotros mismos
(cf. Spe salvi, 31), nuestra vida esta vacia. Hay que recordar constantemente a las personas que cultiven
una relacion con Aquel que vino para que tuviéramos vida en abundancia".

Aunque anhelamos ver el rostro de Jesus, el desafortunado problema es que buscamos llenar con otras per-
sonas y cosas el vacio de nuestra alma que s6lo Dios puede llenar. En nuestro mundo hay mucho su-
frimiento debido a esto, a la negacion de la existencia de Dios y a que nos anteponemos a Dios y a todos
los demas. Vivir asi no trae alegria, felicidad ni paz.

Cuando la gente intenta llenar su vida y salvar su vida en este mundo, se pierden en la ilusion que han crea-
do. Se convierte en una cruz que se hace mas pesada a medida que uno se aleja de Cristo y de su gracia.
Hay muchas personas en el mundo que estan sufriendo de muchas maneras diferentes, y muchas personas
que necesitan ver a Jesus, y quieren verlo. Pero, ;como?

Recuerda que en el Via Crucis, Simoén ayuda a Jesus a llevar su cruz. Simon es una persona especial. Si,
fue obligado por un soldado romano a llevar la cruz. Sin embargo, venia del campo, por lo que no formaba
parte de la turba que envid a Jests a la muerte. San Lucas indica que la llevaba detréas de Jests, es decir,
que es un seguidor de Jestis. San Marcos dice que es el padre de Alejandro y Rufo, lo que indica que era
conocido en la primitiva comunidad cristiana.

Como Simoén ayud6 a Jesus a llevar su cruz, nosotros morimos a nosotros mismos y vivimos para los
demas cuando ayudamos a otros a llevar su cruz. Cuando dejamos a un lado nuestros deseos, ambiciones y
planes para seguir el plan de Dios, nos abrimos a la vida de la gracia y vemos mas claramente el rostro de
Cristo. Cuanto mas lo hagamos, mas personas vislumbraran el rostro de Cristo al experimentar su amor en
nosotros y a través de nosotros.

El ultimo precepto de la Iglesia es: Debes ayudar a proveer a las necesidades de la Iglesia. Piensa en
cuantas personas lo han hecho para que podamos encontrar a Jesus aqui. Y cuantos misioneros han podido
proclamar el Evangelio porque la gente sostenia las necesidades de la Iglesia. Ahora nos toca a nosotros.
La gente quiere ver a JesUs y a través de nuestro apoyo a la Iglesia ayudamos a la Iglesia a continuar su
mision.

La confesién como ayuda en nuestro camino (Avivamiento Eucarfstico Nacional)

Cualguiera que comience a buscar verdaderamente una relacién con Jests se da cuenta de que el pecado es una
realidad profunda en su vida. Al pasar tiempo con la Palabra de Dios y en oracion, nos damos cuenta de que no ama-
mos como él ama. A menudo no logramos relacionarnos con nosotros mismos y con los demas en la verdad de su amor.
Si no nos damos cuenta de que nos quedamos cortos en nuestra vida con JesUs, jes una sefial de que no estamos
buscando vivir una relacién real con él! San Juan Evangelista dice en la Biblia: “Si decimos: “Estamos sin pecado”, nos
engafiamos a nosotros mismos y la verdad no esté en nosotros. Si reconocemos nuestros pecados, El es fiel y justo, los
perdonard y nos limpiaré de toda maldad” (1 Juan 1:8-9).

Por eso la invitacién de Jesus a todos, sin importar quiénes sean, es al arrepentimiento. Como escuchamos el pri-
mer domingo de Cuaresma, que resume todo su mensaje: “Este es el tiempo de la plenitud. El reino de Dios esté cerca. Arrepiéntete y cree en el
evangelio” (Marcos 1:15). Arrepentirse es alejarme de mi pecado y volverme hacia Dios. Significa confesar que soy un pecador y busco el perdén
mientras empiezo a hacer esfuerzos para liberarme del pecado. Esto es parte de nuestro viaje de toda la vida al cielo que nos lleva cada vez més
profundamente a las actitudes internas de nuestro corazon, que a menudo no estan de acuerdo con las actitudes del Corazdn de Jesus. Necesita-
mos permitir que JesUs nos transforme para que compartamos su actitud. La confesion frecuente es de gran ayuda a lo largo de este camino.

La conexi6n entre la confesi6n y la Eucaristfa

Existe una hermosa relacion entre el Sacramento de la Penitencia y el Sacramento de la Eucaristia, especialmente con respecto a nuestra co-
munién con Jesus y su Cuerpo, la Iglesia. El Sacramento de la Penitencia repara cualquier ruptura en nuestra relacién con Dios y la Iglesia y nos
fortalece para recibir mas de la Eucaristia. En primer lugar, si soy consciente de haber cometido un pecado grave, no debo presentarme a la Sagra-
da Comunién. Hacer esto seria mentir con mi acto de Comunidn, como dice San Pablo: “quien coma el pan o beba la copa del Sefior indignamente,
tendra que responder por el cuerpo y la sangre del Sefior”, afiadiendo que esta persona “come y bebe juicio para si mismo” (1 Cor 11,27-29). Por lo
tanto, cualquier violacién directa y deliberada de uno de los 10 Mandamientos ---faltar a Misa el domingo; decir una mentira grave y deliberada; y
mirar deliberadamente cosas impuras en Internet; por nombrar algunos pecados comunes hoy en dia, significa que no debo ir a la Sagrada Comu-
nién hasta que primero me haya confesado. El poder del Sacramento de la Penitencia es que cuando el pecado me ha separado de Dios, puedo
experimentar el poder de la Resurreccién de Jests devolviéndome la vida. Luego, cuando recibo la Sagrada Comunidn, me lleno y me fortalece con
la vida de Dios para vivir nuevamente para él.

Sin embargo, todos pecamos todos los dias. La Comunidn frecuente nos da una gran ayuda para superar nuestros pecados menores y veniales
que, aungue no nos separan completamente de Dios como los pecados mortales, ain hieren nuestra relacién con Dios. A través de la celebracion
de la Misa, pido perddn por mis pecados en el Rito Penitencial, soy iluminado con su verdad en la Liturgia de la Palabra, me ofrezco de nuevo a él
en el Ofertorio y recibo su vida de nuevo en la Sagrada Comunién. Todo esto es una ayuda increible para purificar mi corazén incluso de esos pe-
quefios pecados que me impiden amar a Dios plenamente. Asistir frecuentemente a Misa me ayuda a vencer el pecado.

Pregunta de reflexién

iCudl es un pecado especifico con el que luchas habitualmente? En oracién, pidele a JesUs que te ayude a dar el siguiente paso para alejarte
de este pecado.
Punto de accién

iHaz de la Reconciliacién una prioridad! Si normalmente fueras una vez durante la Cuaresma, intenta ir dos o tres veces; Si vas regularmente,
tal vez incluso semanalmente, concéntrate en un pecado con el que realmente luchas y traelo especialmente a Cristo en este sacramento.

Confession as an Aid on Our Journey (National Eucharistic Revival)

Anyone who begins to truly seek a relationship with Jesus realizes that sin is a profound reality in their life. As we spend time with
God’s Word and in prayer, we realize that we don’t love the way he does. We often fail to relate to ourselves and others in the truth of
his love. If we don’t realize that we fall short in our life with Jesus, it is a sign we are not seeking to live a real relationship with him!
St. John the Evangelist says in the Bible, “If we say, ‘We are without sin,” we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. If we
acknowledge our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive our sins and cleanse us from every wrongdoing” (1 John 1:8-9).

This is why Jesus’ invitation to everyone, no matter who they are, is to repentance. As we hear on the first Sunday of Lent, which
summarizes his whole message, “This is the time of fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and believe in the gos-
pel” (Mark 1:15). To repent is to turn away from my sin and to turn towards God. It means to confess that [ am a sinner and I seek for-
giveness as I begin to make efforts to break free from sin. This is part of our lifelong journey to heaven that takes us deeper and deeper
into the inner attitudes of our hearts, which often are not in accord with the attitudes of Jesus’ Heart. We need to allow Jesus to trans-
form us so that we share in his attitude. Frequent confession is a great aid throughout this journey.

The Connection between Confession and the Eucharist

There is a beautiful relationship between the Sacrament of Penance and the Sacrament of the Eucharist, especially with respect to
our communion with Jesus and his Body, the Church. The Sacrament of Penance repairs any rupture in our relationship with God and
the Church and strengthens us to receive more from the Eucharist. First, if [ am aware of having committed a grave sin, I should not
present myself for Holy Communion. To do this would be to lie with my act of Communion, as St. Paul says: “whoever eats the bread
or drinks the cup of the Lord unworthily will have to answer for the body and blood of the Lord,” adding that this person “eats and
drinks judgment on himself” (1 Cor 11:27-29). Thus, any willful, direct violation of one the 10 Commandments—missing Mass on
Sunday; telling a deliberate, serious lie; and deliberately looking at impure things on the internet; to name a few common sins today—
means [ should not go to Holy Communion until I have first gone to confession. The power of the Sacrament of Penance is that when
sin has separated me from God, I can experience the power of the Resurrection of Jesus restoring me to life. Then, when I receive Holy
Communion, I am filled and strengthened with the life of God to live for him again.

However, all of us sin every day. Frequent Communion gives us great help to overcome our lesser, venial sins which, although they
don’t separate us completely from God like mortal sins, still wound our relationship with God. Through the celebration of Mass, I ask
forgiveness for my sins in the Penitential Rite, I am enlightened with his truth in the Liturgy of the Word, I offer myself to him anew at
the Offertory, and I receive his life anew in Holy Communion. All this is an incredible help to purify my heart even from those smaller
sins which keep me from loving God fully. Frequently attending Mass helps me overcome sin.

Reflection Question

What is a specific sin you habitually struggle with? In prayer, ask Jesus to help you take a next step in turning away from this sin.
Action Point

Make Reconciliation a priority! If you would normally go once during Lent, try to go two or three times; if you go regularly, per-
haps even weekly, focus on a sin that you really struggle with and bring it especially to Christ in this sacrament.
