Parish Prayer Basket 
Canasta de Oración Parroquial  
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Today is the 7th and the last Sunday of Easter Season. The feast of “The  
Ascension of the Lord” that we celebrate today. “The Ascension of the Lord” 

is a special event in the life of Jesus and an important feast in the Church. 
 
We do watch games and sports, and we often witness that when a team or  

a player wins, soon after the match is over, the key players of the winning team or the winning 

player is joyfully lifted up high by their supporters. It was the same with Jesus – Resurrection 

was his victory over sin and death – and immensely filled with joy, God the Father lifted him  
up to heaven in His arms – and this we call Ascension. Now that Jesus awaits us in heaven, his  
Ascension is the hope of our glorification and a guarantee to meet him in heaven. Moreover,  
Ascension is a setting stage for Pentecost – for a new heart, a new spirit & a new power of faith,  
a feast we will be celebrating next Sunday. 
 
In the Scripture Readings of today, we hear that immediately before his Ascension, Jesus  
entrusted his mission to his disciples. Today’s Gospel is taken from the conclusion of the Gospel 

of Matthew. The ending of Matthew’s Gospel can be understood as the beginning of the Church. 

Jesus commissions his disciples to continue to teach in his name and to bring others into the  
community of disciples through baptism. The Gospel ends, as it had begun, with the promise  
that Jesus will continue to be Emmanuel, "God with us", for all eternity. 
 
From the day of Ascension onward the physical presence of Christ becomes sacramental, so that 

Christ can always be with us in the signs which we call Sacraments – Baptism, Eucharist,  
Reconciliation, Confirmation, Matrimony, Holy Orders and the Anointing of the Sick. In these 

Sacraments we are allowed to experience the presence of Christ while we are still on earth. 
 
The ascension, in other words, takes Jesus away from us, but only so that he can be present  
with us in a new way. Ascension brings joy to our hearts. Because it reminds us of Jesus’  
power, His promise, and His presence among us.

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Hoy celebramos el Séptimo y último Domingo del Tiempo de Pascua: la  
fiesta de la Ascensión del Señor. La Ascensión del Señor es un acontecimiento 

muy especial en la vida de Jesús y una fiesta muy importante para la Iglesia. 
 
Muchas veces vemos juegos y deportes, y somos testigos de cómo, cuando  

un equipo o un jugador gana, al terminar el partido los jugadores principales del equipo vencedor 

son levantados con alegría por sus seguidores. Así sucedió también con Jesús. La Resurrección  
fue su victoria sobre el pecado y la muerte, y lleno de inmensa alegría, Dios Padre lo elevó al  
cielo en Sus brazos; y a esto le llamamos la Ascensión. Ahora que Jesús nos espera en el cielo,  
su Ascensión es la esperanza de nuestra glorificación y la garantía de que un día estaremos con  
Él en el cielo. Además, la Ascensión prepara el camino para Pentecostés: para un corazón nuevo, 

un espíritu nuevo y una nueva fuerza en la fe, fiesta que celebraremos el próximo domingo. 
 
En las lecturas de hoy escuchamos que, justo antes de su Ascensión, Jesús confió su misión a sus 

discípulos. El Evangelio de hoy está tomado de la conclusión del Evangelio según San Mateo. El 

final del Evangelio de Mateo puede entenderse como el comienzo de la Iglesia. Jesús encarga a sus 

discípulos continuar enseñando en su nombre y llevar a otros a la comunidad de discípulos por  
medio del bautismo. El Evangelio termina, así como comenzó, con la promesa de que Jesús  
seguirá siendo Emmanuel, “Dios con nosotros”, por toda la eternidad. 
 
Desde el día de la Ascensión en adelante, la presencia física de Cristo se vuelve sacramental, para 

que Él pueda permanecer siempre con nosotros a través de los signos que llamamos Sacramentos: 

Bautismo, Eucaristía, Reconciliación, Confirmación, Matrimonio, Orden Sacerdotal y Unción de 

los Enfermos. En estos Sacramentos podemos experimentar la presencia de Cristo mientras todavía 

vivimos en esta tierra. 
 
La Ascensión, en otras palabras, aleja a Jesús de nosotros físicamente, pero solamente para que 

pueda estar presente con nosotros de una manera nueva. La Ascensión llena de alegría nuestros 

corazones, porque nos recuerda el poder de Jesús, su promesa y su presencia entre nosotros.
